India and India's religious traditions pro-
| vide the model for how humanity can
approach religion in the present era. While
India's religious traditions are primarily
Hindu, the subcontinent's traditional approach
to religion is inevitably linked to a viewpoint
that originated in ancient India and continues
{ to this day. This approach is characterized
more so socially than legally by religious plu-
ralism.

India's approach to religion embraces the
multiplicity of religions in the public sphere
and it is common for individuals and the state
il to celebrate all religions, not just theoretical-
ly, but as active participants in the rituals,
{ worship, and festivals of multiple faiths.

Anthropologists assume that membership
in a political or religious organization is a
social commitment that has little to do with
truth or understanding how humans and the
universes work.

lives than do visit to formal religious institu-
tions. These less formally organised types of
practice may even account for most religious
practice in India. The less formal types of reli-
gious practice are personal, social, and volun-
tary and local in nature, and this is what dis-
tinguishes them from more structural under-
standing of religion in India. These forms of
practice abound; most Indian citizens can and
do choose among multiple sets of religious
practices. The fact of choice, of citizens mov-
ing seamlessly between different forms of
religious practice or rituals, also acts as a
deterrent to the emergence of one nationally
accepted form of religious practice. This is
true for adherents of all the major religions:
Hindus, Muslims, and Sikhs.

Religion, Pluralism and Globalization in
India

India is, at first glance, a wonderful illus-
tration of the ways in which the trends in the
global politics of religion are playing out.
India has always been at the forefront of the
conjuncture between religious pluralism and
globalisation. Although nearly 80 percent of
its citizens are legally classified as Hindu,
India is also the second-largest Muslim coun-
try in the world, with a sizable number of
Christians and members of other communi-
ties. It was one of the earliest countries to
receive Christian missionaries, and the expan-

sion of Islam and the formation of successive

Muslim empires have left a deep imprint on
Indian culture. The onset of modern colonial-
ism brought a heady mix of Evangelical
Christianity, Enlightenment values, and a
modem state. And alongside all this, there
remains the continued vitality, inventiveness,
and adaptability of Indic religions. It is a suc-
cessful liberal democracy, but also one that
has experienced intense religious violence.

Despite the cultural ground for accommo-
dating religious pluralism, India has experi-
enced serious conflict among religious
groups. Most scholars would agree that in
India religious conflict has arisen not from
disputes over permissible grounds of belief in
the public sphere, or even because of deep
conflicts over ways of life. Then what is the
source of this conflict? How has globalisation
exacerbated it? To answer these questions
there is a need to focus our discussion on
structural dilemmas that the modern concep-
tion of citizenship brings forth for religious
pluralism and then on ways in which global-
ization is mutating religious identities.

The modem conception of citizenship
shapes religious conflict by posing two ques-
tions: First, what should be the scope of reli-
gious belief or ways of life? Second, how can
religious differences be made compatible with
modem ideas of representation?

Much of the legitimacy of the modern state
is founded on the fact that it liberates individ-
uals from oppressive intermediate communi-
ties. But in order to do so, it has to take more
and more domains of social life under its sov-
ereignty. The Indian
premised upon progressively moving toward
a condition where the more morally egregious
aspects of social life [caste, or gender inequal-
ity would no longer get legal recognition. The
immediate question that this program of
social reform raised was how should the state
claim authority over these domains of social
life? Legislatures and courts, dominated by
Hindus, could at least claim a modicum of
authority in relation to Hindupractices. But it
was difficult to apply the same logic to reform
of Muslim personal laws. State authority over
Muslim personal Law remains largely unde-
fined. This issue remains very much alive in
Indian politics.

The impact of globalisation on religious
pluralism is most evident in that the quest for
religious recognition and competition among
religious groups has become truly global.

Transnational linkages of religious groups
add to local competition and put a strain on
local patterns of accommodation. All three of
India's largest religious groups are experienc-
ing versions of this phenomenon. These link-
ages provide a broader
context for the mobilisa-
tion of resources, and
