National Perspective Plan for Women
[1988]

The national perspective plan for women
[NPP] was drawn up to facilitate mainstream-
ing of women's issues in policies and pro-
grammes. It contains a set of recommenda-
tions aimed at the welfareand development of
women, guided by principles and directives
germane to existing developmental parame-
ters. The NPP has recognized the need to
highlight women's concerns. It has stated that
a parallel sub stream of women's development
would perpetuate discrimination and subordi-
nation. It has envisioned an alternative strate-
gy which creates for them a democratic, egal-

itarian, secular and cooperative social struc-
ture. It has set out a series of action plans
relating to sectors of rural development,
health, legislation, political participation, edu-
cation, employment support services, com-
munication and voluntary action. Some of
these have already been implemented.

National Commission for Women [NCW]

The National Commission for Women, a
statutory body was set up under the National

Commission for Women Act, 1990 to safe-

guard the rights and interests of women. The

major objectives of NCW are:

O To investigate, examine and review all
matters relating to the safeguards provided
to women under the Constitution.
