Short notes for NET, SET, J.L.E.D. & for
quick revision

O William Wordsworth is known as the
High Priest of Nature.

O In 1798, he brought out The Lyrical
Ballads with Samuel Taylor Coleridge,
the book that inaugurated the
Romantic Age in English Literature.

O Four among the 23 poems of The
Lyrical Ballads were written by
Coleridge and nineteen by
Wordsworth.

O In 1798, Wordsworth wrote Lucy
poems while staying in Germany.

O In 1800, Wordsworth published the
second edition of Lyrical Ballads with
an extended preface.

O In 1805, Wordsworth completed The
Prelude, which is considered his spiri-
tual autobiography in verse in 13
books, but it was published posthu-
mously in 1850.

O In 1843, Wordsworth became the Poet
Laureate of England.

O Wordsworth's main contribution to The
Lyrical Ballads was "Tintern Abbey",
which was the last poem in the book.

O "Tintern Abbey" is considered a minia-
ture of the philosophical and autobio-
graphical epic poem he never complet-
ed, namely The Recluse.

O It celebrates his belief in pantheism, a
doctrine that equates God with the
forces and laws of the universe.

O The full title of the poem is "Lines
Composed a Few Miles above Tintern

Abbey, on Revisiting the Banks of the
Wye during a Tour."

O The poem was composed in 1798,
immediately after his second visit to
Tintern Abbey along with his sister
Dorothy Wordsworth.

O Stanza 1 beings in the present as the
speaker describes the beauty around
him.

O Stanza 2 departs to the past as the

his attitude to Nature - from his boy-
hood days when his love for nature was
sensuous, to his mature day when he
became an ardent lover and worshipper
of nature.

O For him, nature is his nurse, guide,
guardian and the soul of his moral
being.

O The river Wye is described as sylvan
because it flows through woodland.

O Stanza 3 returns to the present as the
speaker contemplates his connection to
nature.

O Stanza 4 tells the reader the speaker's
joy at being back in such a wonderful
place and his happiness at the new
memories being formed.

O Stanza 5 explains to the reader the con-
nection the speaker feels between
nature and his sister.

O The poem traces the different stages in

O In these types of calendar reasoning
questions, candidates will be provided
with a date and candidates need to find
the day on a given date. Let us under-
stand it by a simple example below.

Example: What was the day on 26th
January, 19507

Solution: We know that 1600 years 0 odd
days, 300 years have 1 odd day, 49
years has 12 leap years and 37 normal
years. 12 times is 2 + 37 = 61 or sim-
ply 5 odd days.

O How to Solve Calendar Reasoning

CABENDAR

Questions - Tips and Tricks

Candidates can find various tips and cal-
endar reasoning tricks from below for
solving the questions that may come in
competitive exams.

O Tip 1: In an ordinary year, the first day
of the months are same for January and
October (1-10), April and July (4-7),
February, March and November (2-3-
11), September and December (9-12)

O Tip 2: In a leap year, the first day of the
months are same for January, April,
July (1-4-7), February and August (2-
8), March and November (3-11),
September and December (9-12)

O Tip 3: The first day of the century must
be either Monday, Wednesday, Friday
or Saturday. The last day of the centu-
ry cannot be Tuesday, Thursday or
Saturday.

O Tip 4: The same calendar repeats itself
when the sum of odd days between the
years and months should be zero.

O Tip 5: A leap year calendar repeats in
28 years while the calendar of an ordi-
nary year repeats after 6 or 11 years.

So, whenever you get these types of
problems, then there is no need to
check all the options. You can just
eliminate the options in the calendar
reasoning questions by using this.

O Tip 6: Remember, in 400 years there
are 0 odd days, in 300 years there are 1
odd day, in 200 years there are 3 odd
days, in 100 years there are 5 odd days

Some sample calendar reasoning ques-
tions are given that may appear in your
competitive exams:

Q1: If 25th December 1990 is a Tuesday,
then what day is 25th December,
20207

Solution: First we need to calculate the
odd days from 1990 to 2020, if we do
that then we get the odd number of
days as

1+1 =38 or 3 odd days. ,

So the answer will be 3 odd days from
Tuesday, which is Friday.
