P. B. Shelley
“Ode to the West Wind”

e Matthew Arnold called Shelley “a
beautiful and ineffectual angel, beating
in the void his luminous wings in
vain.”

e In 1811, Shelley was expelled from
Oxford for publishing the pamphlet
“The Necessity of Atheism.”

e Shelley’s longer works include Queen
Mab, Alastor, The Revolt of Islam and
the verse drama Prometheus Unbound.

e Shelley’s The Revolt of Islam, written
in Spenserian stanzas, preaches blood-
less revolution.

e Prometheus Unbound is a lyrical

drama by Shelley which was published

posthumously.

* The Defence of Poetry was written in

1821 in reply to The Four Ages of

Poetry by his friend Peacock.

e Shelley’s last major poem is The

Triumph of Life.

e Shelley’s other odes are “To a

Skylark,” “The Cloud,” “To Night,”

etc.

e “Ode to the West Wind” is one of the

most powerful odes of Shelley and it is

written in terza rima, a metrical form
invented by Dante.

e The poem has five cantos and shows

the west wind’s activity in the air, on

the earth and in the sea.

e The west wind is described as both
destroyer and preserver as it sweeps
along with it the dead leaves and
winged seeds that will remain buried
till next spring.

e The wind is singing the funeral song of
the dying year.

e The west wind awakens the

Mediterranean from its summer dream.

* Shelley invokes the west wind as the
breath of autumn.

e Shelley sees the west wind as the sym-
bol of a revolutionary force which can
destroy old ideas and bring about a
new awakening.

* In the second stanza the poet describes
the activity of the wind in the sky.

e In the third stanza the poet describes
the effect of the wind in the sea.

* In the fourth stanza the poet compares
himself with the wind; he too was once
“tameless, and swift, proud.” The
Atlantic Ocean breaks itself into deep
chasms to provide a passage for the
west wind to reach the ocean-floor.

* He pleads with the wind to lift him “as
a wave, a leaf, a cloud”;
o for though he is like the
| wind at heart, untamable
and proud, he is now
chained and bowed with
the weight of his hours
= | upon the earth.

* The poet invokes the

west wind to scatter his

words across the world,

4 so that they will become

the “trumpet of a prophe-

cy.

* The poet asks the wind
to “Make me thy lyre,” to be his own
spirit, and to drive his thoughts across
the universe, “like withered leaves,” to
quicken a new birth.

* The poem ends on an optimistic note,
“If winter comes, can spring be far
behind?”

e In this ode, Shelley makes powerful
use of personification.

Q2: What will be the day on 15th April,
2079?

Solution: We know that 2000 years have
0 odd days. 78 years have 19 leap
years and 59 normal years. The num-
ber of odd days is 19 times 2+59 = 97
or 6 odd days.

From January 1 to April 15, the num-
ber of days is 31+28+31+15 = 105,
and that is 0 odd days.

Total odd days are 6, so the correct
answer will be Saturday.

Q3: If 2012, 2nd Feb. was on Wednesday,
and then in which year it will be
repeated?

Solution: To calculate the repeat year, we
need to add 28 in case of a leap year.
So, 2012428 = 2040. Hence, the cor-
rect answer will be 2040.
